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We arrived at the Kahului Airport and 
stopped at Mamas Fish House on the 

road to Hana. 

This is about  8 miles away.  Their web 
address is  

www.mamasfishhouse .com. 

I honestly believe it is one of the best 
places we ate at during our trip. 

On the road to Hana the drive is very 
slow.  It’s about a 45 minute stretch that 

took around 3 hours. 

The entire drive is worth every minute. 
There are many areas to stop at look at 

the ocean, waterfalls, and the 
mountains.  There are also mini markets 

along the way. 

I believe Hotel hana to be one of the 
best places we stayed at during our 

honeymoon. 

Its very romantic. The rooms are very 
large.  The room we stayed in had 2 
rooms.  One room was the bedroom 
with a sitting area and the other room 

was the bathroom. 

We also had a hot tub overlooking the 
ocean.  It was amazing.  The food is ok. 

They also have a very nice spa. 

They also have their own private beach 
which was awesome.  It has black sand 

completely free of rocks and shells. 

 

I would recommend Hotel Hana to 
anyone that wants to visit Maui.  It was 

truly amazing.

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When we first arrived - we arrived 
to champagne and cookies and a 
little orientation about the resort.   
  
I was very happy with our room - 
We were in the Windsor Grande 
Luxe  Ocean View Concierge 
Room.   
 
They are located on the third to 
sixth floors of this building.   We 
had the sixth floor outside corner. 
 
 I couldn't have asked for better 
placement.  The view was 
spectacular as it was dead center to 
this portion of the resort looking 
out at the ocean.  The balcony was 
magnificent in size - lots of room. 
 
The inside of the room was 
somewhat dark in color for the 
furniture.  However, tasteful in 
appeal - an understated elegance.  
Simple yet refined.   
 
The bathtub was huge and oval - 
Didn't get one bath in though - 
darn!   Too much to see and do.....   
  
There was a wet bar in the room 
that we never touched 
 
Restaurants were out of this world 
with menu choices.  The best by far 
was Baccarat.  This one requires 
reservations and rightfully so   Do 
this first upon checking in here at 
the hotel.     
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Mike and I decided to do a candle lit 
dinner in honor of our anniversary 
and were completely in love with 
how this was done.   
 
Every night the staff sets these  
dinners up a little differently on the 
beach.  It is never in the same 
location from night to night.  This 
added excitement to where we would 
be placed for this meal. 
  
Our sit down was on the far end of 
the property - Just near the rocks on 
the beach and in a great nook for 
privacy.  We had lobster and 
champagne and chocolate covered 
strawberries along with two other 
courses while the sun set –  
 

 
 
It was very entertaining and romantic 
as in the background a Saxophone 
player had just started his evening 
serenade along the beach front for 
guests to enjoy while the sun set.    
  
The other fun thing we did was the 
snorkeling excursion.  This is free for 
guests and you need to sign up a day 
ahead for one of three times - 10 a.m., 
12 p.m., & 2 pm.  They do fill up 
quickly.   Mike and I had brought 
along a can of cheese whiz to feed the 
fish – They loved it! 
 
Evenings were filled with lots of 
entertainment - Movies, Parades, 
Parties on the Island, Karoake sing 
alongs,  & varied entertainers.    
I think when all is said and done, the 
Royal Village garden area was my 
favorite location for guests to stay.   

 

 
 
There were three little common 
pools back there that the 
buildings would share.  Each 
building looked like a mansion 
and/or home not a hotel.  The 
grounds were gorgeous and 
covered in hibiscus and 
bouganvilleas - Very lush and 
tropical.  
  
The island - Sandals Cay - was a 
gem.  For what the resort lacked 
with actual walkable beachfront - 
This island made up for 100 
fold.  Ferries depart every hour 
starting at 10 a.m. until about 4 
PM.  It takes about 5 minutes to 
get over there.   
  
You are surrounded by the same 
lush vegetation as back at the 
property - BUT much more 
peace and less people.  Great 
lounge chairs and hammocks are 
scattered in many alcoves all 
around the cay - Some have 
their own huts and wooden 
decks.
